The
system will only be used in the event of a Major Incident. The sirens will
be operated on an alert cycle of a two tone mode for 5 minutes, followed
by a silent period of 1 minute. This alert cycle will be repeated for as long
as it is considered necessary. The All Clear will be a single tone lasting for
5 minutes.

PLEASE NOTE the Community Warning System is tested twice per year, at

prior to each test.

Householders and responsible persons in business/community premises
must ensure that all occupants are familiar with the safety advice and the
action to be taken.
